       CALFED HOLDS PUBLIC MEETING 

         ON DELTA CROSS CHANNEL RESEARCH PROJECT RESULTS

The public will have its first opportunity on May 24th to hear and view the results of the CALFED Agencies’ Delta Cross Channel Research Project. The meeting will update the public on the ongoing studies to determine if the Cross Channel Canal gates can be operated differently to minimize impacts to migratory fish while improving water quality in the lower Delta and Southern California.

CALFED agencies, particularly the Interagency Ecological Program, studied operation of the Delta Cross Channel in 2000 and plan more studies in 2001. Results of current studies will be presented May 24th with an opportunity for questions at the conclusion of that meeting. 

The meeting will take place Thursday, May 24 at the Mokelumne High School Courtland Auditorium, 180 Primasing Street (corner of Primasing and Washington) in Courtland, California from 1 to 4 p.m.

A brief recap will also be presented at the Delta Protection Commission Meeting on May 24 at 6:30 p.m. at the Jean Harvey Community Center, 14273 River Road, Walnut Grove. 

The Delta Cross Channel, operated by the Federal Bureau of Reclamation, was built in the early 1950s to augment the flow of Sacramento River water through the Delta. The 6,000-foot-long channel diverts Sacramento River water into a branch of the Mokelumne River that carries it to the Central Valley Project’s export pumps near Tracy.

The CALFED Bay Delta program is a cooperative effort of 23 State and Federal agencies. Its purpose is to improve ecosystems and water quality, enhance water supply reliability, and ensure the integrity of levees and channels in the San Francisco Bay/Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta Estuary.
